Fourteen years after Abitare

la Terra was published for the

first time we have decided to
change its format, but not its goal:

the top of the front cover of this
issue number was coined by Le
Corbusier in 1942 when he wrote

We believe that
to create Geo-architecture we need
to: learn from nature and history;
re! t the identity of place
reinstate the “choral nature” of
urban spaces; drastically reduce
the way we waste non-renewable
resources and human time;
and replace unlimited growth
(involving impossible “endless
growth”) with spiritual growth, the
seeds of which are now beginning
to grow in architecture.
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he landscape of the Phlegraean Fields is characterized
by the beauty of the places due to the presence of rel-
evant natural geomorphological formations datable to
about forty thousand years ago, the first Phlegraean pe-
riod, and “in progress” up to five hundred years ago, the third
Phlegraean period. Moreover, the presence of anthropic activities,
archaeological infrastructures and monuments of great historical
and artistic value have become integrated into the building fab-
rics and the urbis form of the inhabited places, connoting a singu-
lar vast area that coexists with volcanic phenomena still in place
such as the phenomenon of bradyseism or volcanic buildings that
emit gaseous (sulphuric) or hydrothermal manifestations. The
local inhabitants and the tourists who visit the places with the
awareness assumed by the experiences of illustrious travellers
such as Goethe, are entralled by the beauty in measure of the fear
that hangs over the destiny of the area. Therefore, the destiny of
the Campi Flegrei area cannot be separated from safety, with the
territory being studied and monitored by a complex scientific ac-
tivity that involves competences and disciplinary knowledge that
measure volcanic phenomena in relation to the buildings, monu-
ments and people who, all in one with the natural environment,
define a patrimonial value of humanity.
In this direction, the scientific contribution of the undersigned,
UNESCO Chair on Landscape, Cultural Heritage and Territo-
rial Governance, chair at the BENECON University Consortium,
planned and implemented a monitoring activity with airborne
sensors mounted on Tecnam P 2006 Special Mission aircraft,
technologies and carrier of very high technological value owned
by the Consortium which for these characteristics can be defined
as a scientific unicum in Europe. The images in the text refer to
the post processing activity of the data provided by the airborne
TABI 1800 sensor which, in the area in question, measures, geo-
referencing the ground temperature to provide significant ther-
mal variations as predictive spies of current volcanic phenomena.
This research activity complements and is complementary to all
the scientific analysis activities carried out on the territory. The
multidimensional knowledge of the territory constitutes the basis
for a credible candidacy of the Campi Flegrei in the World Heri-
tage List in the framework of the best practices of my UNESCO
Chair. The monitoring missions carried out on 19 and 26 October
2019 integrate the knowledge and the complex representation of
the cultural, material and intangible heritage.
During the flight mission of October 19, scanned, processed and
crossed data were acquired from the integrated knowledge of
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the disciplines related to the study data on 28 kmq of the Campi
Flegrei and 5 km? of the island of Ischia for a total of 33 km?2.
Furthermore, thanks to the extreme precision of the sensor, the
ancient submerged Foranea dam was identified in the underwa-
ter archaeological area of Baia. During the 26 October flight,
68 km? of territory were scanned and processed, including the
Solfatara of Pozzuoli and the Pisciarelli fumaroles. The contin-
uous thermal monitoring plays an important role in registering
anomalies and intervening with ground surveys through the
scientific protocols of the University Consortium BENECON,
consolidated over time for the quality of the innovative techno-
logical equipment and for the multidisciplinary scientific skills
that belong to the Research Centre. m
